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What is a pre-fabricated system?
Some roofing manufacturers panelize their systems by factory welding a succession of standard roll widths into one large
panel (roof in a box) up to the following sizes:

40 mil - 3,000 square feet with 10’ tabs and no dimension greater than 100 feet
50 mil — 2,500 square feet with 10’ tabs and no dimension greater than 80 feet
60 mil — 1,500 square feet and no dimension greater than 60 feet

A splice or seam made in the field (not factory) where ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘ ‘
overlapping sheets are joined together using an adhesive,
splicing tape or heat welding.

What is a robot?

An automated machine used in the roofing process of
joining thermoplatic membranes by heating between the
two layers and applying pressure with a weighted wheel.
The application of heat can be adjusted according to
product being installed, thickness of material and ambient
temperature. The number of feet per minute being welded
can also be adjusted.

What is a hand weld?

A method of melting and fusing together the overlapping
edges of separate sheets of thermoplastic roofing Field seam with robot
membranes by the application of heat (in the form of hot
air) from a small hand-held welder and pressure with a
hand-held roller.
